Odeska 1, NIP (Tax Identification Number): 542-020-89-16, entered under No. 1 into the Register of Cultural Institutions kept by the Board of the Podlasie Province, represented by: Bożena Violetta Bielecka - Director 
hereinafter referred to as the "Ordering Party", 
and

hereinafter collectively referred to as the "Parties", which reads as follows:

§ 1
1. The Performer represents that he/she is entitled under property related rights to the artistic performance of the pieces presented during ..... on ...... 
2. The Performer represents that in connection with the award/distinction for his/her artistic performance of the piece in the Competition in accordance with the provisions of the Competition Regulations, the Performer transfers to the Ordering Party the property rights to artistic performances specified in paragraph 1 of the Agreement, in the scope of unlimited in time and space recording, use and disposal of the artistic performance, as part of its exploitation, in whole and in part in the country and abroad.
3. Transfer of the rights referred to in paragraph 2 above shall occur as part of the cash awards received by the Participant in the Competition for their entire duration and covers all the fields of exploitation known at the time of concluding the agreement, in particular:
a.recording the work by any technique and multiplication - producing copies by any technique (including printing, reprographic, magnetic recording, digital technology, laser technology, in any system or format and on any data carriers, in particular CDs, DVDs, external memories, memory in the "cloud"), as well as by uploading, downloading and digitizing Performances;
b.	disseminating artistic performance - public performance, exhibition, display, reproduction, broadcasting (wireless or wired, via a ground station or via satellite and the Internet) and rebroadcasting, in any system, technique or format;
c.	public sharing in such a way that everyone can have access thereto at a place and time chosen thereby, sharing as video-on-demand, webcasting, simulcasting, and sharing using streaming technology, high technology resolutions (HD, FULL HD, 4K) and three-dimensional (3D) technology, as well as within any telecommunications services using any systems and devices (including landline and/or mobile phones, smartphones, desktop and/or portable computers, as well as transfers using all available technologies, e.g. GSM, UMTS, LTE, 5G, etc., using telecommunications data transmission networks);
d.	the use of the fixation of an artistic performance or its fragments in a multimedia work, computer animation or video.
e.	storing into the memory of a computer or other device, sharing via an IT network (including in particular the Internet, multimedia networks and IPTV), as well as providing the possibility of multiplying the Performances via an IT network;
4. To the extent referred to in this paragraph, the Ordering Party shall have the right to transfer the rights and obligations in whole or in part to third parties.
5. The work may be exploited in its entirety and / or in fragments, on its own or in combination with other works, artistic performances or sounds, freely chosen by the Ordering Party.  
6. The Performer agrees to the Buyer that no one shall bring any claims against it regarding the use of the artistic performance. In the event of claims by third parties relating to the infringement of their rights, the Performer shall be solely responsible towards these persons.
§ 2
1. In matters not covered hereby, the provisions of Polish law, in particular the Civil Code and the Act on Copyright and Related Rights shall apply. 
2. All and any disputes that may arise in connection with the implementation of this agreement shall be settled by the Parties amicably, and if this is not possible, they shall be submitted to the court having jurisdiction over the registered office of the Opera.
3.  The agreement has been drawn up in two identical copies, one for each of the Parties. 
4. The agreement is concluded on the date of signing it by the last party, with effect from the date of announcement of the Competition results.
