  REGULATIONS 
OF THE SECOND INTERNATIONAL ORGAN COMPETITION
BIAŁYSTOK 2023 
 
GENERAL PROVISIONS
1. The Organizer of the 2nd International Organ Competition Białystok 2023 is the Podlasie Opera and Philharmonic — the Stanisław Moniuszko European Art Center in Białystok, address: ul. Odeska 1, 15-406 Białystok, entered into the Register of Cultural Institutions 
in the Marshal's Office of the Podlaskie Province in Białystok under number 1, NIP [tax identification number] 542-020-89-16.
2. The 2nd International Bialystok 2023 Organ Competition (hereinafter referred to as 
the "Competition") aims to promote organ music, as well as organs of the Podlasie Opera and Philharmonic - one of the few instruments of this type in opera houses in Europe and 
in the world. 
3. The Final of the Competition shall be held in Białystok on August 11 — 16, 2023.
4. The qualifying auditions for the Final of the Competition shall be held in January 2023.
I. TERMS OF PARTICIPATION
1. The Competition is open to Polish and foreign organists born after January 1, 1988.
2. The deadline for sending the APPLICATION FORM (Appendix No. 1 to the regulations) shall expire on 10/01/2023 (date as postmarked).
3. The application form should be sent to the following address:
The Stanisław Moniuszko Podlasie Opera and Philharmonic — European Art Centre in Białystok, with its registered office in Białystok.
The application should include: 
a. completed personal questionnaire,
b. artistic curriculum vitae and information about the artistic activity to date,
c. confirmation of payment of the competition fee in the amount of EUR 50 or 
the equivalent of the amount denominated in PLN, according to the EUR exchange rate of the National Bank of Poland on the day of transfer, into the following account: PL 05 1090 2590 0000 0001 4373 8387 (BIC WBKPPLPP) for participation 
in the Competition, with the annotation "ORGAN COMPETITION BIAŁYSTOK 2023" and the name of the Participant; 
d. Recording in at least HD resolution (1280x720), without edition cuts and corrections, must present the Candidate from a distance of no more than 5 m; each track can be recorded in a separate file in mp4 format; edited and corrected recordings 
shall be disqualified without the right to appeal.
4. By submitting the competition application form, the Participant represents that he/she agrees to participate in the Competition under the terms described in the Competition Regulations and fully accepts the provisions of the Regulations and its Appendixes. 
An application with incomplete documentation shall not be accepted. The documents sent shall not be returned. 
5. Failure to pay the competition fee until the set date shall be tantamount to resignation from participation in the Competition. The competition fee shall not be refunded, in the event 
of resignation from participation in the Competition after submitting the competition application.
6. The decision to be admitted to the Competition Final, taken by the Verification Committee, shall be announced until 10/02/2023 and posted on the website www.oifp.eu. Notifications shall also be sent by email to each of the qualified Finalists of the Competition. 
7. Participants qualified for the Final of the Competition shall appear at the Competition Office on 11/08/2023 until 5 pm and shall present ID cards. 
8. The Organizers of the Competition shall provide the Participants of the Competition Final with accommodation in a hotel, including breakfast, for the duration of their participation in the Competition. Travel costs shall be covered by the Participants. All persons accompanying the Participants of the Competition shall stay in Białystok at their own expense.
9. By submitting the Competition Application Form including the Appendixes, the Participant represents that the sent recording of the artistic performance is his/her sole property and does not infringe the rights of third parties or applicable law, and that the sent recording has not been published anywhere before. The Competition Participants shall bear full legal responsibility in the event of not having the right to transfer the recording or infringement 
of copyrights and/or moral rights of third parties.
10. By sending a recording in accordance with the requirements set out in the Competition Regulations, the Participant grants the Competition Organizers a non-exclusive license (with the right to grant a further license) without territorial restrictions and for an indefinite period, to use the complex recording of the artistic performance of the Competition work for the purposes related to the organization of the Competition and its promotion, as well as to promote information about the Organiser's activities in the fields of exploitation, including:
a. recording and reproduction - producing an unlimited number of copies by any technique, including printing, reprographic, audiovisual, magnetic recording, digital technology,
b. dissemination in other ways - public exhibition, display, playback, broadcasting 
and rebroadcasting, including on the Internet, entering into computer memory, sending via 
a multimedia network, including the Internet, and other public sharing in such a way that everyone can have access thereto in a place and time chosen thereby.
II. JURY
1. 
Candidates to the Competition shall be assessed by the Verification Committee composed of:

2. The Verification Committee's task is to evaluate the applications and select 8 Finalists from among the Candidates.
3. The Verification Committee shall assess whether the formal conditions for participation 
in the Competition are met, the sent recordings and shall present the Competition Finalists. 
4. The Committee shall make a substantive evaluation of the artistic presentations, taking into account: 
a. accuracy of reading the score of a piece
b. knowledge of the composer's style and era
c. registration of the performed pieces
d. individual artistic profile of the Candidate.
A report regrading works of the Verification Committee shall be prepared which shall include the voting results and personal data of the Participants qualified for the Final of 
the Competition.
5. The Participants taking part in the Final of the Competition shall be judged by the Jury composed of:

6. The works of the Jury in the Final of the Competition shall be managed by the Chairperson, who shall be the representative of the Organizers.
7. A report shall be prepared from the work of the Jury, containing the voting results and personal data of the Competition Winners and the distinguished persons.
8. The internal work regulations of the Jury shall be established at the first meeting 
of the Jurors before the start of the first stage auditions. 
9. The evaluation of the members of the Verification Committee and the Jury shall be secret.
10. The verdicts issued on the basis of the evaluations of the members of the Verification Committee and the Jury shall be final.
 
III. COMPETITION
1. The 2nd International Organ Competition Białystok 2023 shall include the following two stages:

- The preliminary and qualifying stage, in January 2023, shall select 8 Finalists 
of the Competition.

- The Final of the Competition shall be held in August 2023.
2. The auditions of the Final of the Competition in the form of recitals open to the public 

shall be held in the concert hall of the Podlasie Opera and Philharmonic at ul. Odeska 1 

in Białystok, on August 14 — 15, 2023. 
3. In the Final of the Competition, Participants shall perform according to alphabetical order.
4. The Competition Participants shall use their own sheet music. 
5. The Organizer shall not be responsible for any infringement of copyrights of third parties by 
a Competition Participant who uses his/her own sheet music.
IV. COMPETITION REPERTOIRE
Competition elimination repertoire

Johann Sebastian Bach — a chant to choose from: BWV 649 or BWV 650

a freely chosen piece or part of a cycle from among the compositions of:
Josef Rheinberger, August G. Ritter, Felix Mendelssohn-Bartholdy, 
Johannes Brahms, César Franck.
The maximum duration of the show should not exceed 30 minutes.
The live recording (without editing) should be signed on the outside of the CD/DVD 
with the Candidate's own signature.
Competition Final Repertoire

Johann Sebastian Bach — to choose from: BWV 539, 540, 542, 544, 548, 552, 564, 582
2.
Fryderyk Chopin — Etude in C sharp minor, Op. 25 No.7 (trans. E Lemare, WL 600040)
3.
Organ transcription of a symphonic piece by any author. It is possible to perform own, original transcription of a symphonic piece, or a piece for another instrument. 
The transcription score should be made available to the Competition Jury.
 
4.
Freely chosen piece by the following composers: 
Julius Reubke, Ferenc Liszt, Louis Vierne, Charles-Marie Widor, Alexandre Guilmant, Marco Enrico Bossi, Max Reger, Edward Elgar, Mieczysław Surzyński, Feliks Nowowiejski. 







The maximum duration of the show should not exceed 60-65 minutes.
V. AWARDS AND DISTINCTIONS
1. The Winners of the Competition shall be granted the following three main awards:
First Award Winner: PLN 20,000 
Second Award Winner: PLN 10,000
Third Award Winner: PLN 5,000
There are promotional concerts for the Winners of the Competition in 2024, funded
by the Organizer and the Competition Jurors. The list of promotional concerts shall 
be presented in the Competition Catalog
2. Additional Awards:
a. Award of the Rector of the Fryderyk Chopin University of Music for the best performance of the Etude Op. 25/7 by Frederic Chopin, in the amount of PLN 1,000.
b. Distinction for the best transcription of a symphonic piece. 
c. Distinction for the best transcription composed by a Competition Candidate.
3. Regardless of the statutory Awards, there shall be special awards in the form of promotional concerts funded by artistic institutions.
4. The statutory and non-statutory awards shall be presented during the gala Concert 
of Winners, closing the Competition. The Winners shall be required to collect the Award 
in person.
5. The Competition Finalist Participants who shall not be Winners shall receive Competition Finalist diplomas.
6. The cash awards shall be paid in the amount reduced by the amount of the flat-rate personal income tax, in accordance with the applicable provisions of law.
7. The Organizer shall be responsible for granting each award and paying the tax to the Tax Office.
8. Cash awards shall be transferred into the bank account indicated by the Winner.
9. Participation in the Winner Concert shall be the responsibility of the Winner and he/she shall not receive a separate fee for this performance.
10. The Competition Winners shall be obliged to transfer the copyrights to the artistic performance of the work during the Concert of Winners in accordance with the provisions 
of the declaration in the Competition Application Form, attached as Appendix no 2 
to the Competition Regulations. The template of the agreement is attached as Appendix no 3 to the Competition Regulations.
11. Refusal to sign the agreement referred to in paragraph 10 above shall be tantamount 
to withdrawing the application for the Competition. In the event that the Participant whose performance was awarded as a result of the Competition resigned from concluding 
an agreement with the Organizer, the Organizer shall have the right to propose that the next Participant sign the agreement.
12. Participants who have not become Winners of the Competition grant the Podlasie Opera 
and Philharmonic an exclusive license to fix the artistic performances of pieces recorded during the Competition Final and the Concert of Winners in an unlimited time 
and territorially in the following fields of exploitation:
a. enabling the organizer to publish a report on the competition, including on the Internet;
b. presenting an overview of artistic performances during the Competition
c. promoting the Competition by making the artistic performances available in whole or 
in part in various marketing materials.
VI. PERSONAL DATA PROTECTION
1. 
The personal data of the participants of the Competition shall be processed in accordance with applicable law.
2.
The controller of personal data shall be the Competition Organizer.
3.
Participants consent to the processing of their personal data for the purposes of organizing the Competition and in accordance with the statutory purposes of the Competition Organizer.
4.
Detailed information on the processing of personal data is contained in Appendix No. 1 hereto.
7. 
The Competition Participants consent — without the right to remuneration — to use their name, image and information materials covering the Participant's activities in all information, advertising and promotional materials related to the Competition.
8. 
To the extent referred to in this chapter, the Organizer shall have the right to transfer 
the rights in whole or in part to third parties.
VII. OTHER PROVISIONS
1.
In all matters not within the competences of the Jury, the final decisions shall be made 
by the Competition Organizer's Director. 

2.
In justified cases, the Organizer shall have the right to amend the Regulations 
and the interpretation of the provisions of these Regulations, as well as to cancel the Competition 
at any time until the Competition results are announced and the Winners are selected.
3.
In matters not covered hereby, the relevant provisions of Polish law shall apply.
4.
Any disputes shall be settled by the court having territorial jurisdiction over the registered office of the Podlasie Opera and Philharmonic in Białystok. 
5.
The explanations provided by the Competition Organizer and any additions or amendments to the Competition Regulations shall be binding for all Participants upon their publication on the website: www.oifp.eu
7.
The Competition Winners shall have the right to use the information about the awarded title for the purpose of promoting and informing about their own artistic and professional achievements.

INFORMATION CLAUSE RELATED TO THE PROCESSING
OF PERSONAL DATA OF THE DATA SUBJECT
In fulfilment of the legal obligation regulated by the provisions of Article 13(1) and (2) of Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 April 2016 on the protection of natural persons 
with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data and repealing Directive 95/46/EC (General Data Protection Regulation, RODO), the Podlasie Opera and Philharmonic - European Art Centre in Białystok named after Stanisław Moniuszko, hereinafter referred to as OiFP (Opera i Filharmonia Podlaska - Europejskie Centrum Sztuki), informs that:
1. The Controller of your Personal Data will be the Podlasie Opera and Philharmonic - European Art Centre in Białystok named after Stanisław Moniuszko, 15-406 Białystok, ul. Odeska 1.

4. The legal grounds for the processing of your Personal Data is the consent 
you have given for the processing of your Personal Data and the legitimate interest of the Controller, who must check the skills and abilities of the candidate in order to assess whether the candidate 
is a suitable candidate for the Competition (Article 6(1)(a), (f) RODO).
5. Recipients of Personal Data may be entities providing technical and organisational services to 
the Controller, such as, for example, external experts, software and system providers offering security services for persons and property.
6. The Personal Data collected will be processed for the duration of the eligibility procedure, throughout the term of the Competition and will be retained for a period of 5 years after 
the end and settlement of the Competition according to category BE5 in line with the OiFP's unified material list of files.
7. With respect to the processing of your Personal Data, you have the right to request access to the content of your Personal Data and the right to rectification, erasure, restriction of processing, the right to object, the right to data portability and the right to withdraw your consent at any time without affecting the lawfulness of the processing carried out on the basis of consent before its withdrawal.
